A copy of the report is sent to the local Member/s when the decision notice is issued.

 

Applications for 2 or more dwellings (or development of a similar scale). If a view is expressed contrary to the officer recommendation, the application is reported to Development Committee. Otherwise, the decision can be taken at officer level.

 

All applications submitted by Babergh staff, Councillors and/or the Council’s own applications have to be reported to Development Committee irrespective of the recommendation/decision.

 

Applications referred to Development Committee by a Member of the District Council are reported to the committee.

 

Applications recommended for approval by officers which are contrary to policies contained in the Development Plan are reported to committee.
