MATTERS TO BROUGHT TO THE ATTENTION OF THE COUNCIL

[image: image1.jpg]After the last PC Meeting, I contacted SCC Environment and Transport Dept and asked the following questions.

1. The cost to SCC of the two cuts per year in July and August at present carried out by their contractor.
2. The maintainence responsibilities of the Landowners adjoining the paths.
3. Could the PC take on the responsibility for the cutting and if so, would SCC be amenable to paying a subsidy to us.

The premise being that we know our paths, and the condition, better than SCC, and that we could manage their maintainence
on an as required basis, rather than a fixed twice yearly cut.

That we would meet the cost of any extra cuts that we deemed necessary.

The answers are as follows.

The 2008 rate for cutting footpaths is 5.5p per metre, (and 8p per metre for bridleways), this is also the rate paid to
Landowners, and SCC would be pleased to pay the parish a similar amount.

If we initiate any extra cuts that would be at our cost.

The simplest way for payment would be through the Parish Partnership scheme. There is an added advantage to this as other
work such as maintainence and signining are grant aided. On average grants are £350.00 per parish per year.

Landowners responsibilities are to cut back any overhanging side growth, including hedges, and this is at their own expense.
