POLICE REPORT

PCSO Molkenthin had sent a comprehensive report which was read out.  In it she said she had
spoken with the Force Ops Inspector and had started a Tactical Plan called Operation Rosebush, this would help her with regards to extra patrols and resources to gather information and evidence regarding the individuals who were causing the problems within the village.  At the moment she had obtained 10 names with 4 of them being the main ringleaders. The Anti-Social Behavior Officer Sally Watson would be contacting each parent and if enough evidence was gained she will be looking at the issuing of Acceptable Behaviour Contracts.
ASB leaflets had been posted to every house in Market Place, Chapel Street & Duke Street, with only three replies.

One last matter was the continued offences committed by the bus services using the bus stops.  Vehicles were being left running whilst the driver had a comfort break, the police needed the help of local residents to report this as it was actually happening as it needed to be witnessed by a police officer at the time or immediately afterwards before the offender could be charged. The bus companies had been spoken to regarding this issue and given strong words of advice.

The following crimes were reported:
1 Criminal Damage – Between 3 & % March a window in the High Street had been damaged.

1 Theft – A playstation game and memory card had been stolen from a person walking near to Ipswich Road on 7 March

There had been no reports of burglary, vehicle or public order crimes.

A letter had been circulated to charities and they were aware of how the system worked.
