                    Cllr J Pembroke reported that roads that had been damaged during the winter were being 

repaired very quickly but, because precedence was being given to the busier routes, some 

unclassified roads may have to be left a while.



Regarding NATS, he said the protest against the new flight paths and stacking proposals had 

achieved a favourable result but that the situation should be kept under review.


He announced an award of a grant £1000 from his private Council Leader’s fund to the Baptist 

Church Coffee Centre.



He had learnt of problems with HGVs trying to negotiate Duke Street. Cllr Talbot had taken 

photographs of recent incidents of large lorries seeking access via Church Lane to a the farm 

and of damage caused to buildings including Bildeston Hall.  One lorry had blocked the road 

for 40 mins.  Suffolk County Council were unable to do anything to remedy the situation since 

they could not enforce the use of more suitable vehicles.  Cllr Pembroke would intervene on 

the Parish Council’s and residents’ behalf and contact the hauliers and the farm.
