SUFFOLK COUNTY COUNCIL
Councillor Jeremy Pembroke reported that there was no further news on the Local Government Boundary Review (LGR).  He then reported that in 2010 to 2014 he expected that all councils would face difficult times 
since it was likely that Central Government will be reducing funding for local government.  All local councils in Suffolk were committed to joint working to reduce costs, to avoid duplication and to find efficiencies and savings.
