MATTERS ARISING/CARRIED FORWARD FROM PREVIOUS METINGS

Grove Cemetery
No progress to report on the cemetery project.  However, Cllr Guttridge had recently visited the Cemetery and had found it to be tidy and well maintained.  He felt that the original proposals were perhaps too formal for the site.   Councillors felt that the potential of the wildlife area was not being achieved, and Cllr Taylor would speak to the grounds maintenance contractors to explore opportunities to seed with a wildflower mix or similar.
Location of sand/grit boxes

Cllr Taylor had researched. Siting for these was considered and the following identified:

· Junction of Wattisham Rd & Chamberlin Close

· Junction of Rotheram Rd & Ipswich Hill

· Newberry Rd

Bins could be purchased from suppliers for approximately £150 each and SCC would supply the gritting material directly to the bins.  It might be necessary to set up a system of volunteers to spread the grit on appropriate occasions.  Cllr Taylor would explore the matter further and the purchase would be considered at the next meeting.
