SUFFOLK COUNTY COUNCIL

Cllr Pembroke reported that the County Council was having to move to a new strategic direction following the Government’s cut of £6 million to its budget and recognising that the grants from the Government could be reduced by 30% over the next few years. 
 The New strategic direction refers to the way in which the Council delivers services.  Reshaping the Council to work more closely with the community was being explored.  For example, currently the County Council runs County Parks but this could and, in some instances, is being done within the Community.  The New Council needs to be smaller, less bureaucratic and more able to deliver what people would like to have rather than assuming they know what people would like to have.  It very much fits into the Coalition Government’s "Big Society. Better this than slicing services year after year after year.
The present system is unsustainable and the voluntary sector is keen to become involved and will have a large role to play.
Savings of £60 million over the next five years must be found and more services have to be delivered to more people.
Cllr Guttridge, from the Chair, thanked Cllr Pembroke for the grant to King’s Pightle Pocket Park.
