POLICE REPORT

A report for the period 1 – 25 May 2010 was read.  
During this time 3 crimes had been recorded within the parish

· 1 report of assault/public order

· 1 report of criminal damage

· 1 report of theft

ongoing traffic issues at the zebra crossing by the Red Lion were being addressed and 
SCCHighways had been contacted regarding the condition of the road markings. Photographs 
had been taken and a response was awaited by the Police.

SUFFOLK COUNTY COUNCIL

Cllr Pembroke regretted he had to report the first financial cut-backs to County Council finances owing to the current financial situation facing the Country as a whole.  Initially, 6 million pounds had been cut from the County Council’s budget and the situation, which had never happened before, was very serious.  However he had instigated actions to protect some of the most vulnerable people in the community.  He had changed the approach in that instead of telling people what they wanted, those same people would be asked what they wanted thus delivering front line services in a more useful way.

BABERGH DISTRICT COUNCIL

Cllr Keane reported that Babergh too was looking to make savings.  Talks about a merger with Mid Suffolk were ongoing although he had no details yet. 
He welcomed the recent changes in Planning Law that would give more power to the community to decide applications. 
Cllr Cousins asked for the untidy condition of the development site in Wattisham Road to be attended to.
Cllr Keane had brought the matter of rates on Chamberlin Hall to the attention of officers and had passed on contact details.

Cllr Taylor had had an ongoing enquiry regarding the lack of business premises in the village and, in the light of a planning application on former business premises going to appeal, asked Cllr Keane of the current situation.  The clerk was asked to write to Babergh and the Planning Inspectorate regarding this lack.

A concern that bollards in Hicham Road were too close to the highway had been reported to Cllr Keane.  Cllr Tye said the positioning of the bollards had been deliberate to stop lorries hitting the buildings and there had been no incident reports since the bollards had been installed.

KING’S PIGHTLE POCKET PARK

Cllr Taylor, a member of Kings Pightle Committee gave a presentation on current progress with 
projects, the financial situation and details of the formal opening of the park to the public 
planned for September 2010. Most of the hard development was now complete.


The future viability and funding of King’s Pightle Pocket Park was discussed.


To allow King’s Pightle Management Committee (KP) to focus on establishing the park as a 
viable and self supporting public asset, the 
Parish Council AGREED to undertake Grounds 
Maintenance until Feb 2012. It would also meet insurance costs for 2 years. 

KP to be asked to undertake a risk assessment.


In the lead up to park opening it was AGREED that the Parish Council would offer their 
support, acting as fund holders for current projects. The Parish Council would also directly 
meet costs, from appropriate 
funds held, for specific items to enable opening in September 
2010.(Installation of concrete seat base, installation of lectern sign, limited promotion costs for 
opening)


The Council had an option to appoint representatives to this organization. Cllr Cartwright was 
formally appointed as representative of the Parish Council to the King’s Pightle Management 
Committee.
