MUSIC/ARTS FESTIVAL FOR BILDESTON
Michelle Rande and Nick English gave a presentation on behalf of ‘B Natural’, a recently formed organisation dedicated to the organisation of a Bildeston music festival.  B Natural would present a coherent programme of linked concerts and music events at various venues in The Village possibly including, Chamberlin Hall, The Crown and the King’s Head, the Red Lion, Marketplace and The Church. 

There would be a village-wide musical walk about with buskers, performances, ensembles and other cultural activities in various gardens around the village. There would be concerts from an eclectic spectrum of musical genres including classical, choral, indie rock, big band, jazz, cabaret and samba. Some would be free and for some there would be a charge.

B Natural would give everyone the opportunity to play regardless of training with a series of workshops and masterclasses held by professional musicians.  Participation by local school children was especially envisaged. Michelle Rande now Head Of Music at Suffolk One until recently a music teacher at Hadleigh High School; was aware that there was a lot of musical talent in and around Bildeston. She cited the annual Waytes event for example. 

B Natural would be responsible and arrange insurance and licences. In response to Cllr Guttridge’s question regarding the organisation’s constitution, Mr English said that it was run on the basis of being a charity or club. Although due to funding it might have to start small, it was hoped that the festival would become an annual event and gradually grow, putting Bildeston ‘on the map’ for this sort of event

Brooks Farm Studios – application for funding




Hazel Bradshaw explained that Brook Farm 
Studio would primarily be a centre for the teaching 

of art and craft.  In addition to a one session a week courses lasting 6 -10 weeks, she would 

also offer day and weekend workshops in specialist subjects, evening classes, mother and 

toddler sessions, classes aiding coursework for students taking GCSES and A levels in art 

related subjects, holiday club sessions, themed seasonal workshops and a weekly art club.



She was seeking funding from Suffolk County Council for the provision of 
an educational 

facility and from Babergh where she was receiving advice for the setting up of a small 


business.  She gave an outline of all the setup costs of the project.  Members explained 


that the advice of the Council’s RFO would have to be sought before the giving of a grant could 

be contemplated and that a business plan would be required.

C116/10/11  ROAD SAFETY


Community Speedwatch (CSW)


The team operated a number of successful sessions and offenders would be receiving warning  

letters.  Some excessive speeds had been recorded, in Hitcham in one 75 min session there 

had been 24 offenders with one speed of 44 mph being recorded.  Many motorists were seen

ignoring the hand held mobile ‘phone legislation.  The purchase of a second gun had been 

suggested now that the scheme was expanding and provision in the budget might have to be 

made for this.  The CSW would provide a record of their activities to support this bid.  It was 

reported that traffic slowed as soon as the warning signs went out and it was suggested that 

signs warning motorists that they were entering a ‘speedwatch’area attached to the village 

signs might have a similar effect.  The Clerk would explore the idea.
