SUFFOLK COUNTY COUNCIL

Cllr Pembroke reported on the new Strategic Direction for the County Council.  He said that over the next four years the Government grant would be cut by 60 to 70 million pounds and the Council just could not go on the way it was. It needed to be smaller.  The whole of Local Government had become more and more bureaucratic and this had to be reduced. The question was how to continue to provide services? Voluntary services would step in supported  centrally by the Council.  It was all about improving outcomes and allowing people to decide for themselves what help they required.

AFFORDABLE HOUSING


Tracey Brinkley (Housing Enabling Officer, Babergh District Council) and Sarah Holyoake 

(Project Manager, Iceni Homes) presented a report on the redevelopment of nos. 30 and 32 

Brooksfield. Plans of the new dwellings, which were to be a mixture of bungalows, flats 

and houses of varying sizes, were circulated.  After considering a number of options, 

Iceni Homes had been chosen as the best partner for the project.  The aim was for all 

the dwellings to be available for affordable rent but, if sufficient funding could not be 

found, it was 
possible that 
some of the dwellings would have to be sold outright or a 

shared ownership scheme be put in place.  However, the aim was to keep everything 

at an 
affordable level.  The trees at the back of the site would be retained as far as 

possible and those remaining would be protected. A Public Information Day has been 

arranged for 22 September 2010 in Chamberlin Hall.
