SUFFOLK COUNTY COUNCIL
Cllr Pembroke reported that consultation had started on the budget.  The Parish Council would be invited to comment. £55m of savings had to be identified.
Reduced business rates and relaxed planning conditions were to be applied in the Lowestoft Enterprise Zone to attract new business and employment.

Regarding the seven waste re-cycling centres due to close, since people are willing to pay a charge for the use of the site, volunteers will be operating them to keep the facility open.  The site at Hadleigh is currently not affected.

The Mobile Library consultation was underway.  Mobile Libraries would no longer visit towns where there was a static library.  This would result in a considerable saving.

Traffic Calming



Cllr Lindsay reported that he and three other councillors had accompanied the officer from 

SCC on a site visit.  The traffic at that time was at a normal level for a ‘school morning’.


A meeting of a working party had been arranged to discuss the options put forward by the 

officer who would be in attendance.  Residents who had shown an interest had also been 

invited.  Cllr Pembroke reminded the Council that SCC had no funding for traffic calming 


measures at this time but that he could offer some money from his locality fund.



Speedwatch could operate more frequently if there were more volunteers and so contribute to 

the slowing of vehicles.



Community Speedwatch (CSW)



It was reported that during the period January to September (incl) Speedwatch had carried out 

18 traffic monitoring sessions during which 5973 vehicles had passed.  Out of these, 116 had 

been recorded as exceeding the speed limit.  Numbers had dropped considerably since the 

previous year.
