BILDESTON SKATE PARK PROJECT


Jessica Holloway of Bildeston Skate Park Facility Working Group provided an update on the sources of funding that had been secured towards the provision of a Skate Park and referred to applications for funding that were pending. A financial summary was circulated and the significant progress that had been made was noted. However, the project remained £2,500 under-funded and there was £4,000 of funding which remained at risk. It was proposed that major financial contributions made by donors would be recognised on a noticeboard at the entrance and they would be invited to attend the opening ceremony for the Skate Park. The value of a shelter on site was discussed and the consensus was that it should be considered possibly for incorporation into a second phase of works.

It was AGREED:
a. That the Clerk: 
(i) receives and banks the donation of £300 from Hadleigh Charity Shop towards the cost of the project;

(ii) provides the most recent set of the Council’s accounts to the Cooperative Society in support of the grant application that has been made; and
(iii) establishes whether or not the anticipated funding from Suffolk County Council and Mid Suffolk District Council may be carried forward into 2013/14 if the project is not completed within the current financial year; and
b. That Councillors Guttridge and Taylor review the tender documents for the Skate Park including any landscaping requirements and circulate the proposed final draft version to all Members of the Council for comment:

Cllr Lindsay referred to information provided by the County Council’s Central Areas Highways Team regarding the cost of designing, providing equipment and maintaining traffic calming measures incorporating a portable speed indicator device. There was a lengthy discussion about the proposed scheme including the design features, undertaking of risk assessments, functionality of equipment and the extent to which the Parish Council might deliver aspects of the project to keep costs down. Councillors stressed that their over-riding concern was to deliver a scheme that was fit for purpose, flexible and which provided value for money for parishioners. 
It was AGREED that the Clerk be requested to obtain indicative design costs up to detailed costings stage from the County Council so that a more informed assessment can be made of the total costs of delivering the project.

C128/12/13    MATTERS TO BE BROUGHT TO THE ATTENTION OF THE COUNCIL
· Cllr Lindsay provided feedback on enquiries made into the cost of providing a wild flower meadow at the Cemetery. It was noted that Cllr Lindsay would liaise further with the proposed contractor about the required timescale for strimming the site and applying glyphosate. Cllr Lindsay would proceed if necessary, in consultation with the Clerk and Members of the Parish Council, with actions and costs to be ratified at the next meeting of the Parish Council. 
· Cllr Dempsey referred to the need for an additional bin and it was agreed that the Clerk would make enquiries into obtaining one.
· Cllr Tye reported that Mill Lane was still overgrown with no sign of any strimming having been undertaken. The Clerk was asked to pursue this matter. A street light was not working near the Old People’s Home and Cllr Taylor responded that all faulty streetlights had been reported. It was noted that some were near overhead cables and their repair involved other agencies
· In response to an update provided by Cllr Lester, Cllr Taylor agreed to take delivery of chipped wood from the Sports Field.
· Cllr Drury provided an update on the maintenance of the sports field. Cllr Lester referred to a decision taken earlier in the year by the Council to maintain an area of the field. An item would be placed on the agenda for the next meeting once further discussions had taken place.
