C97/12/13    MATTERS TO BE BROUGHT TO THE ATTENTION OF THE COUNCIL
· The selection process for a new Clerk will shortly start.
· Cllr Cousins advised that the street light opposite the new development on Wattisham Road is substantially off vertical.  Cllr Taylor to obtain a quotation for a replacement. 
·  Two further lights reported by Cllr Lester who will report ID numbers to Cllr Taylor.
· Cllr Dempsey reported a day burning light on Newberry Road and requested on behalf of residents that light no. 82 is on all night.  To be referred to Babergh.
· Cllr Cousins referred to the continuing delay by Babergh in providing a litter bin near the entrance to the Coronation Playground, on the grounds that the proposed location was too far from the road.  It was agreed to opt for a post mounted bin to resolve the issue.
The Chair opened the meeting to the three members of the public present.
· A member of the public enquired on the likely timescale for Suffolk County Council trials of 20mph limits in two villages to be completed.  Cllr Lindsay advised that he had been told approximately 6 months but one village was not yet implemented.  Cllr Cartwright described the wider context of the consultation on possible options for Bildeston, the public consultation and the working group considerations.
· A member of the public suggested that drivers should already drive at a suitable safe speed which may be less than the current speed limit in any event. 
· A member of the public suggested Melford Green was a good example of a wild flower area.
· A member of the public reflected on the success of the BNatural event and felt it could be a springboard to renew pride in the village, including litter, gardens etc.  It was agreed that the Chair will draft a suitable note for the Bugle.
