MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING


It was AGREED: That the minutes of the meeting held on 12th August, 2013 be approved and signed by the Chairman as a correct record.

POLICE REPORT

Sergeant Gary Milbourne and PC Matt Paisley of Suffolk Police provided a report on the activities undertaken by the Police into the crime which had been committed at Brooksfield. Details of the community impact assessment were outlined. It was noted that a person had been immediately taken into custody after the event and it was indicated that there was not an  on-going risk to the local community. The cooperation and patience of local residents was highlighted particularly with regard to the restrictions to traffic movements that had been enforced in the aftermath of the event. Members of the Parish Council sought assurances that the family and friends of the victim would receive appropriate support from the Police.

It was AGREED: 

a. That the Police be thanked for their handling of the incident; and
b. That the Police report be received and noted.
C88/13/14   SUFFOLK COUNTY COUNCIL REPORT
Councillor Mrs Antill reported upon:
· The improvement in GCSE exam results in the county

· A review of primary school places as there was due to be a shortage locally and nationally from 2016

· A promotion to encourage the uptake of free school meals for eligible persons which would also help County Council funding

· A consultation on home care and community meals across Suffolk

· Scheduling of the repair of the “Bildeston” sign at the Hitcham end of the village.  (this was to be put on hold if new gateway signs are to be provided (C90/13/14 below refers).
There was a brief discussion over the location of the parish boundary on the Ipswich Road approach to the village and the most appropriate position for signage. Councillor Antill expressed her support for signage on the Ipswich Road entrance to the village as long as this incorporated a road safety sign
It was AGREED: That the Chair and Vice Chair shall determine an appropriate location for the “Bildeston” sign on Ipswich Road which shall incorporate a road safety sign such as “Please Drive Carefully through the Village” or similar wording.
C89/13/14
DISTRICT COUNCIL REPORT
Councillor Keane provided an update on the integration between Babergh and Mid Suffolk District Councils and provided some positive feedback about the B Natural music event which had been held over the previous weekend.
Councillor Cousins reminded the meeting that the overgrowth near the garages in Brooksfield had not been addressed and the Clerk undertook to pursue this matter enlisting the support of Councillor Keane if required.

C90/13/14   SPEEDWATCH AND TRAFFIC CALMING MEASURES
Members of the Parish Council discussed the implementation of traffic calming measures in the village. It was noted that the County Council was currently conducting a review of traffic calming measures incorporating 20mph zones and the movement of 30mph terminal signs on village approaches. The County Council had indicated previously that it would be prepared to sanction 2 locations on the High Street for use of a VAS (Vehicle Activation Sign). However, it could not support the deployment of a VAS at the preferred location on Ipswich Road which was above the entrance to the premises of Taylor Made Joinery. 
The consensus of the meeting was that the Parish Council should proceed with the implementation of the proposals that had been submitted but that it was noted that they could potentially conflict with any later proposals such as the introduction of a 20mph speed restriction along the High Street.

It was AGREED: 
a. That a Vehicle Activation Sign be purchased and the County Council be requested to confirm the sites in the village that would be acceptable for the deployment of the equipment;
b. That approval be given to the introduction of gateway treatments made in oak with painted 30mph roundels on the road on the basis of the “Detail A” drawings presented to the meeting in respect of the Hitcham and Hadleigh entrances to the village; and
c. That the proposal to make application to the County Council for the implementation of a 20mph speed restriction be considered at a future meeting.

SKATE PARK OPENING EVENT

Councillor Taylor had coordinated the production of a sign for the skate park recording the financial contributions made by the main sponsors. He had also enquired into the provision of catering facilities providing burgers, tea, coffee etc. Other arrangements for the opening event were considered which would be held at the Coronation Playground on Saturday, 21st September, 2013 at 2.00pm.

It was AGREED: 
a. That a press release, posters and flyers be arranged by the Clerk;

b. That stickers, wristbands and the attendance of a representative of 1skateparks be sought by the Clerk;

c. That the distribution of the posters and flyers be organised by Councillor Drury following supply of materials by the Clerk;

d. That catering, tables and any other on-site requirements be organised by Councillor Taylor; and

e. That the opening ceremony be conducted by Councillor Guttridge in his capacity as Chair of the Parish Council.

c. That the Clerk deal with matters relating to the retirement of Mr Scarfe and appointment of Mr Joy.

The Clerk confirmed that the works to the entrance gate approved previously had been ordered and were expected to be completed shortly.

CLERK’S REPORT AND MATTERS CONSIDERED AT A PREVIOUS MEETING

The Clerk reported on a meeting he had held with a representative of the TON Class Association over its relationship with the village through the former HMS Bildeston. 

The Clerk summarised observations received from a local resident regarding the B Natural music event. The resident reported excessive sound level on the Market Place and the disregard for private property by a few individuals attending the event.


It was AGREED: 
a. That the Clerk prepares an article for the forthcoming edition of “The Bugle” seeking any interest from the local community for resurrecting the association between the village with ex-serviceman who had served aboard HMS Bildeston; and
b. That the observations received from the local resident be passed on to the organisers of B Natural along with positive comments received via email by another resident about the barriers used at the event.

PARISH COUNCIL MEMBERSHIP

The continuing important role of Councillor Mrs Cartwright in resolving an outstanding matter of Parish Council business was noted which had she had caused her to delay her resignation from the Parish Council. In accordance with discussions at the previous Parish Council meeting, it was considered preferable to seek expressions of interest from parishioners at the same time in respect of both of the vacancies arising from the resignation of Councillor Tye and anticipated resignation of Councillor Mrs Cartwright. The matter would be reviewed at the next meeting.
